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Abstract 

This report summarises the results, progress and didactic development from a research and development project in two Waldorf schools in Stockholm that lasted from August 2011 until May 2013. The project’s main purpose and aim was to expound and elucidate the pedagogical methods used in waldorf education, specifically practices associated with the teacher’s didactic and communication with pupils. The report is built on an extensive documentation from interviews and video lesson documentations comprising 3 teachers, 76 pupils and photo documentation of more than 70 pupils’ workbooks. 

The project’s design and approach, aims to deepen teachers’ professional knowledge and develop their teaching skills as well develop pedagogical methods that encourage and support pupils’ communications skills and learning. The project aims at developing knowledge on the pedagogical use and possibilities with the pupils work in his/hers main lesson workbook. 

The result shows how teacher’s awareness of "teacher –pupil" interactions in “micro-situations” can be crucial for pupil's development of knowledge and development of abilities. Another aspect of the project outcome the project is that the three participating teachers developed a deeper awareness the learning culture that they created in the classroom, the critical aspects and complexity of that culture and its development possibilities.
